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Background: Most movie ratings are conducted by movie critics. Their job is to review a movie based on certain criteria. They review all types of movies, so their opinions aren’t based on a genuine understanding of the movie that they are reviewing. When you are judging something on certain criteria instead of a genuine understanding of what you are reviewing, this will be reflected in your rating. It isn’t an honest barometer of a good or bad movie. 

Objective: I would like to focus on getting true unbiased movie ratings from a (genre-specific) fans point of view.

Research Questions:
1. Are you an avid movie watcher?
2. How many movies do you watch per week?
3. Do you critique movies that you have watched? 
4. What is your favorite movie genre?
5. Are there movies you have watched where you disagree with the rating it received?

Methodologies:
User surveys

Participants:
· Users aged 18-45
· Genre specific movie watchers
· Critical movie thinkers (that understand the difference between good and bad character development, plots, twists, good acting, movie pace, movie scores, etc. ...

Recruiting Methods:
· Ask if participants are interested in an interview on the survey
· Trusted family members and friends
· Social Media outreach, Facebook or Twitter

Schedule:
